The selection has been made by a 
special committee consisting of Dr. Fernanda Wittgens, Superinten­
dent of the Art Galleries of Lombardy; Dr. Palma Bucarelli, Director 
of the Modern Art Gallery, Rome; and Dr. Noemi Gabrielli, 
Director of Superintendents of the Art Galleries of Piedmont.

We are indebted to the good offices of the Italian Embassy 
in London for bringing from Italy this series of exhibits which gives 
so much evidence of a common outlook in the painting of our two 
countries.
